Kayaking programs in Argentina


Paraná Delta – Buenos Aires

[image: image7.jpg]The Paraná Delta is a green area extending from the South West of the Entre Ríos province to the North East of the Buenos Aires province, at the outlet of the Paraná river into the Río de la Plata, 20 km North of Buenos Aires city. At almost 14.000 sq km, the Paraná Delta is a web of islands separated by small rivers and streams advancing continuously into the Río de la Plata. It is originated by sediments coming from the whole Plata basin. The lower Delta shows hundreds of forested islands with ridges at the border and a watery inland.

The vegetation diversity is amazing. Numerous flowers perfume the many channels and rivers: mburucuya, honeysuckle, water hyacinth. Native trees like the ceibo mix with introduced species like the weeping willow, the poplar, the cypress, the eucalyptus and many fruit trees. Fishes are plentiful; the biggest are dorados and atherines.

There is a huge variety of bird species inc. white egret, blue heron, sea gulls, neotropic cormorant, grebe, caracara, kingfisher, woodpecker, grail, coot, limpkin, humming bird, flycatcher, cowbird, scarlet-headed blackbird are some of them. Smaller birds that can be seen and heard are the rush bird, the yellow-winged blackbird and the masked gnatcatcher.

Weather

Weather in Buenos Aires is moderate throughout the year. In summer days are hot and quite humid, with temperatures above 23ºC and as high as 33ºC. In winter average temperature is 12ºC with cold nights. Average monthly precipitation is around 100 mm.

The island of Tierra del Fuego, also referred as El Fin del Mundo or The End of the World was discovered in 1520 by Hernando de Magallanes while he was looking for a path that would connect the Atlantic with the Pacific Ocean.

The city of Ushuaia, the southernmost city in the world and the capital city of the Argentine side or the island, is nestled between the Beagle Channel and the Cordillera Darwin. 

Paddling along the Beagle Channel offers breathtaking views of snow covered mountains, a vast natural forest of lengas and ñires as well as thousands of birds such as cormorants, petrels, gulls, upland gooses, flightless steamer ducks and penguins.
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Weather

Traveling in Tierra del Fuego is an unforgettable experience. A harsh weather, with sudden bursts of rain or snow and strong winds makes the area inhospitable and wild, but extremely attractive. Be aware that itineraries in this area are contingent on weather and may change according to the guide's judgment. 

Programs season

December to March.
